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PROCEEDINGS OF THE MOUNTRAIL COUNTY PARK COMMISSION

March 30, 2026

	The Board met in regular session on Monday at 9:00 A.M. with Commissioners Eric Jaeger, Arden Eide, Jason Rice, John DeGroot and Wayne Olson present.  Wade Enget, State’s Attorney was present.    

	Also in attendance were Justin & Dawn Ritts, Kristin Iverson, Steve Nelson, Steven Littlefield, Mallory Goff, Morgan Olonia, Wayne Johnson, Jay Harstad, John Heinen & Steve Lipp. 

Chairman Jaeger called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Comm. Eide, seconded by Comm. Rice, to approve the agenda as corrected.  Upon roll call, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Comm. Eide, seconded by Comm. Olson, to approve the Minutes of the January 15, 2026 meeting.  Upon roll call, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.

Stephanie A. Pappa, Auditor reviewed the 2026 financials with the board.

Wayne Johnson discussed developing an endowment fund for the County Parks.   John Heinen & Steve Lipp with ND Community Foundation discussed how the process works for the endowment funds.   The Park Board would have a larger buckets and then separate buckets for each parks.   

State’s Attorney Enget stated that it would be best to develop a Community Foundation Committee without the park board being involved due to the audit requirements.   The Park Managers would be responsible for letting the board know what the Foundation Committee is building for approval.

Moved by Comm. Rice, seconded by Comm. Eide, to approve moving forward with establishing a Community Foundation Committee through the ND Community Foundation.   Upon roll call, Rice, Olson, DeGroot, Jaeger and Eide voted yes.  Motion carried.

CLEAR LAKE DISCUSSION:

Steve Nelson, Manager of Clear Lake gave an update on the park.  Discussion was held on the possibility of holding a retreat for around 150 girls.  The Board stated that would be up to the Managers to approve or disapprove that.  

Moved by Comm. Jaeger, seconded by Comm. DeGroot, to approve the signing of the Game and Fish cost share for a floating fishing pier and the purchase of a disc, tools & a compressor.   Upon roll call, Rice, Jaeger, Eide, Olson and DeGroot voted yes.   Motion carried.  

WHITE EARTH BAY DISCUSSION:  

Kristin Iverson, Manager of White Earth Bay gave an update on the park.  

Moved by Comm. Jaeger, seconded by Comm. Eide, to approve the signing of the Game & Fish cost share for the extension of the fish cleaning table.   Upon roll call, Eide, Olson, Jaeger, DeGroot and Rice voted yes.  Motion carried.

Loretta Hansen & Joan Koob Corps of Engineers discussed the ongoing work for the bathhouse on the AMP.

VAN HOOK PARK DISCUSSION:

	The building permits were supplied to the board.

	Moved by Comm. Eide, seconded by Comm. Rice, to approve the transfer of Lot 6, Block 9 from Ray & Angela Schepp to Tristen Barstad.  Upon roll call, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.

	Dawn & Justin Ritts Managers of Van Hook gave a park update.   

Moved by Comm. Eide, seconded by Comm. DeGroot, to approve the purchase of gravel, seeding, spraying of weeds, dust control, boundary fencing, moving electrical pedestals, grass aerator, new entrance sign and trees not exceeding $70,000.  Upon roll call, Jaeger, DeGroot, Rice, Olson and Eide voted yes.   Motion carried.

Loretta Hansen & Joan Koob, Corps of Engineers discussion was held on the 300 feet on the east side of the park to be removed from the AMP.

PARSHALL BAY DISCUSSION:

Mallory Goff & Morgan Olonia, Parshall Bay Manager gave an update on the park.  Mallory Goff stated the boat ramps have a lot of silt build up.  Manager Goff discussed upgrading the West Boat ramp to a 4 lane.

Loretta Hansen & Joan Koob, Corps of Engineers stated good with vault toilet on AMP.

ONGOING DISCUSSION:

	Discussion was held on the G&F email stating they’ll have resources if lake levels are low and need help with the boat ramp access.
